The Association's annual budget funds the nonprofit's
ongoing protection activities, including direct execution
of work.

The Foundation's priority is to develop a long-term
mechanism to finance the prevention, monitoring,
and control of invasive species and other threats
to Lake Leelanau. Gifts to the Foundation will be
placed in an endowment fund. 





Donations and membership dues help fund the
Association’s current programs to prevent, monitor,
and remove aquatic invasive species, construct boat
cleaning stations, monitor water quality, protect the
shoreline, and educate individuals on boating safety
and lake stewardship.
